GENERAL NOTES:

1. If central sanitary sewer is not available, nonresidential development is limited to a maximum of 2,500 square feet of building area. Community service facilities are limited
to a maximum of 5,000 square feet if building area or a 500 gallon septic tank. Also, refer to Sanitary Sewer Policy 2.1.12 of the Comprehensive Plan for additional
requirements.
