Leading up to hurricane season, the
City offers workshops for its popular
Neighborhood PREP (Plan for Readiness
and Emergency Preparedness) program.
During this year’s virtual presentations,
participants will learn what supplies they
should have on hand, steps to protect their
home and resources available that can help
them and their neighbors organize before
and after a storm.

To help neighborhoods access these
offerings and more, each neighborhood
within the City of Tallahassee’s boundaries
has a Neighborhood Services Coordinator
(NSC) assigned to it. It is the role of
NSCs to serve as liaisons between
neighborhoods and the City, helping
residents effectively access City services
and get issues resolved.
